GENERAL INFORMATION FOR SECRETARIES

Payments to the League

All cheques, postal orders & money orders must be made payable to “The Swansea Junior Football League” and crossed “A/C Payee” only.

Correspondence

All general correspondence must be addressed to the General Secretary. If a reply is required, a stamp addressed envelope must be enclosed.

Registration & Transfers

All completed registration cards are to be forwarded to the Registration Secretary together with a suitable size stamped addressed envelope for return. Additional cards are available on receipt of a stamped addressed envelope.

Fixture Secretary
